In 2005, when the world was fo-
cused on the damage done to New 

Orleans by Hurricane Katrina, less 

attention was paid to areas devas-

tated by Category 3 hurricane Rita 
that came ashore near the city of 

Port Arthur.  It was in this region, 

with the world’s attention focused 
elsewhere, that nine individuals 

from the United Christian Parish in 

Lakeport decided to lend their a 
hand to help those in need. 

Those nine volunteers journeyed to 

Lake Charles, LA to help the hard 

hit region, with Habitat for Hu-
manity’s efforts being the major focus for several members of that team.  So affected were 

they by the work Habitat for Humanity does, that they sent a second team of sixteen back 

to the region in June of that same year and helped to complete three Habitat homes for the 
Rita victims. 

After returning home to California, it was decided that same drive to help would be applied 

to our own Lake County communities, and so United Christian Parish began to partner with 
us in our efforts to provide housing for local low-income families.  Since 2006, the volun-

teers from United Christian Parish have helped us complete nine houses and in August 

2011 they began helping us with their tenth.  That’s five years of volunteering and ten Lake 

County families helped. 
On behalf of those families and the communities they have helped to better through their 

generous efforts, we at Habitat for Humanity Lake County want to offer our sincere grati-

tude and appreciation   We could not complete our mission without such dedicated  volun-
teers.
